Recommendations to govt from  
a 2023 review of teacher aide 
funding have still not progressed.

In May 2024, the Minister of Education announced a work 
programme with 5 areas of attention for learning support 
needs – but made no commitment to new funding.

Under the current system, 3 out of every 10 children 
who need learning support are missing out.
